Crystal tended to move through the site using the top navigation and not the scroll bars – primarily to test links – desires back to top button within long pages

Recommendation links were broken. This was from the reorganization of files, needs fixing.

The concept map jpeg file was too large for a browser window and needs a mini image even though it is too hard to read. The user should have a choice and the Inspiration file needs to be labeled as such. Could give instructions to download and view.

Program of Studies table needs to be reviewed. As you reach the bottom of the table on a small screen, the popup feature is not visible. They will still be able to link to the course page, but they don’t get to pre-read the description. If possible, popup div could be made to be an always-on-top block.

Liked overall site, need to finish missing pages or change links to show they are not just broken links.
